Peter’s Partial Sight:

“What must Jesus do?”

The four Parts To What Jesus Must Do:

Now Peter answered the question right “Who is Jesus?” but the question “What must Jesus do?” Peter could not comprehend.

So the question “What must Jesus do?” turn to (Mark 8:31-33v). 

(John 3:16v) completely identify who Jesus is. (Mark 8:29v) Peter answered and said to Jesus “You are the Christ.” Which is correct.

Turn to (Mark 6:14-29v). 

(Mark 1:1-3v) identify John the Baptist as a “……………………..”
 (Mark 13:21v) has often been used as a text to this situation. “Then if anyone says to you, Look, here is the Christ! Or, Look, He is there! Do not believe it.”

Omens means: To be a prophetic sign of: portend. False prophets.

What Are We To Do? (Mark 8:34-38v)

Less use this term “If anyone wishes or wants…” verses 34 & 35 indicates that it is a matter of the will – perhaps related to one’s disposition or attitude.
