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Combining Topic: Commitment

· Study: MARK 8:27-38v Also Study, 6:14-29v 
Peter’s Partial Sight:

First less begin this study about Peter’s partial sight. What I mean by this is that Peter could not comprehend “What must Jesus do?” Peter was mindful of the things of men, not of God.

This is followed by Peter’s confession that Jesus is the Messiah 8:27-30v followed by Peter’s rebuke of Jesus and in return Jesus rebuke Peter. Peter’s rebuke of Jesus in 8:32v indicates that Peter did not really comprehend “What must Jesus do?”

The four Parts To What Jesus Must Do:

1. Suffer many things 

2. Be rejected “after testing” by the religious leaders 

3. Be killed

4. After three days rise

Jesus had begun to teach them that the son of Man must suffer many things, and be rejected by the elders and chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and after three days rise again. Jesus had spoken these words openly. But Peter did not understanding that this is something that Jesus must do; he took Jesus aside and began to rebuke Him. But when Jesus had turned around and looked at His disciples, He rebuked Peter, saying, “Get behind Me, Satan! For you are not mindful of the things of God, but the things of men.”

Now Peter answered the question right “Who is the son of man?” but the question “What must Jesus do?” Peter did not comprehend.

So the question “What must Jesus do?” turn to Mark 8:31-33v, these verses plainly explains what Jesus must do. Jesus must suffer many things, and be rejected by the elders and priests and scribes, be killed, and after three days rise again. 
Just like Peter, there are still some who do not understand, are cannot comprehend who Jesus really is and why he came. John 3:16v completely identify who Jesus is. Mark 8:29v 
Peter answered and said to Jesus “You are the Christ.” Which is correct.

One may know of Jesus, and yet not know who he is. The answer, that the disciples give from the “people” are the same that we’ve seen earlier and the same today. People can simply repeat what others are saying about Jesus, but do you really understand who Jesus really is, and why He had to die on the cross for you and me.

Jesus name had become well known through out the country. Some were saying, “John the baptizer has been raised from the dead; and for this reason these powers are at work in him. Other said that He is Elijah.” And others said, that He is a prophet, like one of the prophets of old. Now when Herod heard of it, he said, “John, whom I beheaded, has been raised.” 
Turn to Mark 6:14-29v Theses verses tell us who John the baptizer is, a servant of Jesus, and Jesus is not John. Jesus and John are two different people. These verses also tell us how and why John the baptizer was beheaded. Mark 1:1-3v identifies John the Baptist as a “messenger.”

Now in the 2nd and 3rd verse “Behold, I send My messenger before Your face, Who will prepare Your way before You.” “The vice of one crying in the wilderness: Prepare the way of the Lord, Make His paths straight.” John the baptizer is described as the Forerunner of the servant, Jesus’ messenger.   

There were false messiahs and prophets running around in the first century. Mark 13:21-22v “Then if anyone says to you, Look, here is the Christ! Or, Look, He is there! Do not believe it.” 22nd verse “for false christs and false prophets will rise and show signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect.”
Now as this was so, about the false messiahs and prophets running around in the first century, what distinguished Jesus as being the true Messiah? It wasn’t the miracles, because the false messiahs and prophets were producing signs and omens.

Omens means: To be a prophetic sign of: portend. False prophets.

If any one, ask me this question, my answer would be the “Holy Spirit” turn to Mark 1:4-11v also reflect back to John 3:16v
What Are We To Do? Mark 8:34-38v
These words, was addressed to a crowd along with the disciples.

Less use this term “If anyone wishes or wants…” verses 34 & 35 indicates that it is a matter of the will – perhaps related to one’s disposition or attitude.

What we are talking about here is total commitment! 

There are there parts to wishing to follow behind Jesus. Term, “Wishes to follow Jesus”

1. Deny oneself

2. Take up one’s cross

3. Follow Jesus

Without these three, how can one be total committed? Some wishes to follow Jesus, but are just not committed to His will. It is a matter of the will and total commitment from the individual.
This is something you must want to do; This is something you must have a desire to do.

These are followed by, five other parts. Term, (Wants to follow Jesus).

1. Saving one’s life “Mark 8:35v”

2. What’s the benefit “Mark 8:36v”

3. Life’s Price “Mark 8:37v”

4. Son of Man ashamed “Mark 8:38v”

5. Some standing here “Mark 9:1v”

Now as I said before; there are some who wishes to follow Jesus, and there are some who wants to follow Jesus, so what’s the difference? 
Those who wish to follow Jesus, they think about it and do nothing, and that is fare as it goes.

Now those who want to follow Jesus, they think about, and start doing something about it and then somehow they quit or give up and go back to doing the same old things that they was doing before.

“It is a matter of the will and total commitment from the individual.”

They will never rep all the benefits of being saved.

The Instrument of Torture: “The Cross” 

A cross was an instrument of torture that eventually lead to a painful death. It was also a sign of ridicule as the criminal was forced to carry it through the town while people would laugh and hurl insults at the condemned man.

Death on the cross was a form of execution used by the Romans for the most dangerous criminals. Prisoners had to carried there on crosses to the place of execution.
