Combining Topic: Don't Be Ashamed of Jesus
Suggested Scripture Reference: John 3:1-17 John 1:29-34 Matthew 3:13-17
Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to Spirit. John 3:16

Who was Nicodemus?

Nicodemus was one of the highest Jewish judicial and administrative councilmen in the first century. Jesus witnesses to Nicodemus as the teacher of Israel. The bible describes Nicodemus as the man that came to Jesus by night. 

Nicodemus was a Pharisee, and a prominent member of the Sanhedrin, and a Jewish Councilmen who recognized Jesus Christ as the Messiah.

Who are the Sanhedrin’s and what roll did they play in the Jewish community.

The Sanhedrin is both a Jewish judicial and administrative body. They served as highly respected fellow Sanhedrin council members.

The gospel of John indicates that the Sanhedrin turned Jesus over to Pilate because it lacked the power to impose death: "Pilate said to them, 'Take him yourselves and judge him according to your law.'  The Jews replied, 'We are not permitted to put anyone to death.'“ The Sanhedrin did not have the power to impose death for certain crimes--at least sometime before 200 C.E.  

The man who came to Jesus by night

Nicodemus is known as the man who came to Jesus by night in chapter 3: 1-2 verse. 

“There was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews.” “This man came to Jesus by night and said to Him. Rabbi, we know that You are a teacher come from God; for no one can do these signs that You do unless God is with him.” Nicodemus like many people today suffered spiritual blindness. But at least Nicodemus had a desire to seek the truth.

Why did Nicodemus choose to approach Jesus at night; instead of the daytime?

Nicodemus was among his nation’s most highly regarded men. 

I you notice that Nicodemus was among his nation’s most highly regarded men seek knowledge and wisdom from Jesus instead of the other Jewish council members would somehow affect his reputation. He had to be careful not to approach Jesus in the daytime because of what the people might say or thank of him, being that he was one of the Jewish ruling councilmen. Nevertheless, Nicodemus was puzzled, and the answers that he seeks, he had a desire to meet with Jesus and here these words from the Messiah for him self about one being born again. Theses answers had to come form Jesus the Messiah and no one else. 

The True meaning Of “Born Again”

Jesus declared the truth to Nicodemus.

“I tell you the truth, no one can see The Kingdom of God unless he is born again.”

“How can a man be born when he is old?” Nicodemus asked. “Surely he cannot enter a second time into his mother’s womb to be born!”

Nicodemus could not understand at first that Jesus was taking about heavenly things, not earthly things. Jesus answered Nicodemus and said, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the Spirit. Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to Spirit.

“How can this be?” Nicodemus asked.”

“You are Israel’s teacher,” said Jesus, “and do you not understand these things?

The Spirit gives birth to Spirit: John 3:16-18; 21

This is Spirit giving birth to Spirit, Whoever believes in Him (JESUS) should not perish but have everlasting life. When you accept Jesus Christ as your LORD & SAVOR, you shall receive everlasting life. “But he who does the truth comes to the light (JESUS), that his deeds may be clearly seen, that they have been done in God.”

Receive Jesus, be baptized (WATER), Jesus shall baptize you with the Holy Spirit, (BORN AGAIN; birth to Spirit). Deeds clearly seen, now someone can see Jesus in you.
