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Combining Topic: On God’s Terms
· Study Text: Isaiah 6:8-10; Proverbs 24:6
·  Biblical Importance: 
· Today God will have me to speak to you about His Holiness and the infinite gap, and how to bridge that infinite gap back together and God say’s that it must be done on His terms and not ours, or should I say on God’s terms and not yours.
· Before any one can know and understand the will of God, they must have some spiritual knowledge of His Holiness

· One of the greatest falls of mankind is in not realizing who God is and what His character is like.
·  God is NOT human. He is God, He is a Holy God and as such there is an infinite gap between God and man concerning His holiness. 
· The word “Infinite” means immeasurably exceeding great or unlimited or un-measurable in extent of space; this describes; and in this one can understand the likeness of God holiness verses the sinful nature and ungodliness in man kind. “The infinite gap” 
·  The gap is His holiness verse’s the ungodliness in man kind.
·  The gap is God’s absolute righteousness and goodness verse’s the sinful nature in man. 
Isaiah 6:3 “And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory!” This simply means: to glorify God; acknowledge his holiness. Humans must give praises to the most High and Holy divine God, the Lord of hosts.
"Whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God" (1 Corinthians 10:31).

The gap between God and man is un-bridged from our side. If this un-bridged gap is to be bridged, then it must be from God’s side—for God is holy.

To be holy means “to be set apart.” God is set apart from the power, practice, and presence of sin, and He is set apart to absolute righteousness and goodness. There is no sin in God and sin cannot stand in the present of God. “The infinite gap”
One need’s to understand this. If we are to approach God, we must do so on God’s terms. Therefore somehow, we must be made holy—just as holy as God is. “And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts; the whole earth is full of His glory!”
Any holiness, which falls short of God’s holiness, will not be able to stand in the presence of God. So, because of the holiness of God, we must have a new life in which our sins have been forgiven and done away with so that we actually can be as separated from sin as God is. “The infinite gap”
This is the good news of the gospel that Christ died for our sins, having taken them upon Himself, and has set us apart from them. This is our position before God; which will never change. 

Because of what God has done, we can enter boldly into the presence of God thru our Lord and savor Jesus Christ. Now what this means is that because I have faith and now have repented, confessed with my mouth; believe in my heart that Jesus lived, died and was raised from the dead on the third day for my salvation and have ask him to come in my heart and live, guide and teach me his ways the rest of my life. “This transformation is now called walking in the Spirit”
You see before, you were walking in sin; now because of Jesus you can now walk in the Spirit.

So now, if any one happens to thank that he or she can’t be Holy, I have just told you how you can be. For this is the good news of the gospel that Jesus Christ died for our sins. So you see, as long as you have sin in your life, that gap is un-bridged.
When we confess our sins, we are covered with the blood of Jesus and therefore, that un-bridged gap becomes bridged.  

So how in the first place did man become sin and separated from God and his Holiness?

GEN 3:1 has the answer to that question and it tells us that the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the field, which the Lord God had made. 
Meaning of CUNNING: Having skill in deception, guile, cunning means delicately pleasing; pretty or cute and guile means skillful deceit.

GEN: 3:6, 7 verse Adam’s Sin. “6: So when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree desirable to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate. She also gave to her husband with her, and he ate. 7: Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves coverings. “The infinite gap”
Before this sinful act took place, man and woman was perfect in the sight of God and holy. God had provided everything for man and woman before He created them.
But thank God almighty for Jesus, for He laid down his own life and came as baby Jesus to reclaim and to tell us who we really are.
Jesus is saying to you today; take a look at me “Jesus” and then take a good look in the mirror at yourself, now you see your true DNA; this is who you were before the fall of mankind, I come to reclaim that which were lost. 1 COR. 15:51-53 “Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed” Read the rest for yourself 52nd & 53rd verse.

After the fall of mankind, God’s plan was to redeem man back to Himself and He did that threw His son Jesus Christ. 

GEN. 2:17 Adam’s sin: The tree of knowledge good and evil, of which God said that he was not to eat under the penalty of death. 

Up to this time Adam was morally innocent. When he sinned, he by nature became a sinner. As such he died. He died spiritually immediately and then began to die physically.

“Now here we see there is now an infinite gap between God and man” 

 Adam was the first man ever to live upon the face of the earth. From Adam and Eve come every other human being who ever has lived upon the face of the earth. Adam is the “federal head” from whom every other man came. Human beings beget human beings.
 “But there is now an infinite gap between God and man”
 Every human being descended from Adam is a sinner just like Adam. Because of Adam’s sin, death entered into the human race. “The infinite gap”  

Rom. 5:12-21; talks about every human being needs to have the new life. 

In this new life, we are no longer separated from God, in this new life that infinite gap is bridged back together and the missing link was Jesus.

I come to tell you today, if you do not have this new life, there is an infinite gap between you and your God’ I’m talking about the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, the God of Jacob, if you do not have this new life, there is an infinite gap between you and your God.
The contrast of RIGHTEOUSNESS and CONDEMNATION:

Condemnation: The act of condemning, the state of being condemned.

ROM 5:18. “Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life.”

Lest talk about the offense; for as by one man’s disobedience many were made sinners. The judgment which came from one offense resulted in condemnation. 
The act of condemning, resulted when Adam himself, eat of the forbidden fruit. Now the state of being condemned, resulted threw man’s disobedience, which now the judgment, which came form one offense, resulted in condemnation. So what was the offense? Man’s disobedience. (Now God’s Judgment)

This also means man’s separation from God “The infinite gap” 

Righteousness: (The Free Gift) Take, a look at the ROM 5:15. “But the free gift is not like the offense. For if by the one man’s offense many died, much more the grace of God and the gift by the grace of the one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many.” 

The gift is not like that which came through the one who sinned. The judgment, which came from one offense, resulted in condemnation, but the free gift, which came from many offenses, resulted in justification. 
Much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will, rein in life through the One, Jesus Christ. So through one Man’s righteous act the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life.

The infinite gap is no longer un-bridged but now bridged, the missing link was Jesus.

ROM 5: 19 “For as by one man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one Man’s obedience many will be made righteous.”

ROM 5:20 “Moreover the law entered that the offense might abound. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much more.”

“I am asking you today are there an infinite gap between you and God if so; you need that free gift name Jesus.”

“You can have that free gift name Jesus; if there an infinite gap between God and yourself, it is by your own choice.”

“You have no body to blame but yourself” 
You don’t have to be separated from your God; if there is an infinite gap between you and my Lord, it is because you want it to be.”
“Jesus is that missing link, and it is only Jesus the son of God who can bridge that missing link back together.”

“One must also know and understand the will of God and God’s purpose for their life”

If theirs an infinite gap between you and my Lord, it is not possible for you to know and understand God’s will and purpose for your life.

One must be submissive to the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit will lead and guide you back to whom you belong.
Isaiah was submissive to the Holy Spirit; Isaiah understood the infinite gap between himself and his Lord. We must also understand the infinite gap that separates us from our Lord and Savor Jesus Christ. 
If one would read Isaiah 6:5; Isaiah evaluated his humanity in light of God’s holiness.

Here are the words of Isaiah; “Then said I, Woe is me! For I am undone; because I am a man of unclean lips, and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips: for mine eyes have seen the King, the Lord of host.”
You see there was a higher calling upon Isaiah’s life. If there were an infinite gap between himself and his Lord this vision would have not been possible.

“If there’s an infinite gap between you and your Lord and savior Jesus Christ, it is impossible to really know Him”

“If there’s an infinite gap between you and the Lord Jesus it is impossible to know His will and purpose for your life.”

 We have to do like Isaiah, evaluate ourselves in light of God’s holiness, and when we are convicted by the Holy Spirit, be submissive to the Holy Spirit and repent of your sins and do just like Isaiah did without hesitation; “Here am I Lord send me”
All sinners must pray the sinner prayer, repent, confess with their mouth and believe in their heart that Jesus is Lord, and that he died and was raised on the third day for their salvation. And receive their salvation from the Lord and then thank Him.
This is how that un-bridged gap can be bridged. There is no other way. Jesus is the missing link to that infinite gap.

Isaiah 6:9 thru the 10 verse, the Lord was speaking to Isaiah and saying go and tell this people: Keep on hearing, but do not understand; Keep on seeing, but do not perceive. “Make the heart of this people dull, And their ears heavy, And shut their eyes; Lest they see with their eyes, And hear with their ears, And understand with their heart, And return and be healed, which is simply put, be converted.

He was speaking about the infinite gap; the Lord was conveying to Isaiah to tell the people that there is a link to this infinite gap; repent and be converted. The Lord was willing to heal this people hearts and fill this voyage infinite gap that had separated them from their God. 
The moment a repenting sinner receives Christ by faith into their heart, the Holy Spirit immediately does five things for you. 

1. He regenerates the believer, that is, He gives him a new nature; regenerates means to reform spiritually.

2. He baptizes the believer into the body of Christ; baptizes means to cleanse or purify.

3. He indwells the believer; indwells means to exists, be located or implanted inside something, divine inner spirit.

4. He seals the believer; which means the Holy Spirit confirms, secure, the promise of God.

5. He fills the believer; this means that the Holy Spirit build’s up, you do not get more of Him, He gets more of you.

Are you willing? God is willing; is there an infinite gap that is separating you from the Lord Jesus?
If so, you can come now and Jesus is that free gift who can bridge that gap back together.

“The Lord is asking you, I am asking you today, are there an infinite gap between you and God if so; you need that free gift name Jesus.”

“You can have that free gift name Jesus; if there an infinite gap between God and yourself, it is by your own choice.” “The infinite gap”
