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Combining Topic: Yes, and seven are an abomination to Him

Study Text: Proverbs 6:16-19v
Biblical Importance:

· Love one another, and abstain from theses seven abominations.
·  Strive to be transformed by His Word, and desire the pure milk of the Word.
·  Respect one another, have peace with one another by living a life-style of unity, prayerful, dependence, and holiness.
· The Christians mind should be Christ like, thanksgiving in our prayer always, not proud but humble, having complete faith in God; exhort the Lord at all times.
· These seven things you must know, the Lord hates them and they are an abomination to Him. 
The seven abominations:

· A proud look:

· A lying tongue:

· Hands that shed innocent blood:

· A heart that devises wicked plans:

· Feet that are swift in running to evil:

· A false witness who speaks lies:

· And one who sows discord among brethren:

1.  A proud look.

Brothers and Sisters, the attitude and proud look God hates, and it is an abomination to Him.

 God describes one who is proud as one who is wicked, and gives them the name (Scoffers). Proverbs 21:24v “A proud and haughty man—“Scoffer” is his name; He acts with arrogant pride.”

Scoffers: Scoffers are individuals with a proud attitude, not only that but these are the kinds of people who make mockery of other people. The bible describes them as being proud and haughty, acts with arrogant pride. They may not choose to sit and eat with another individual because of their so call high standards. They may not choose to be around you because of the type of cloths you ware, and maybe you just don’t speak the same or proper Language they speak.  Their nature suggests and express’s disapproval of another human being. It is a form of proud attitude that my Lord hates, and these individuals is given the name “Scoffer” “A proud and haughty man—“Scoffer” is his name; He acts with arrogant pride.”

(Wicked) Psalm 17:9-10 v “9 v “From the wicked who oppress me, from my deadly enemies who surround me.” “10v “They have closed up their fat hearts; with their mouths they speak proudly.”

What is it about the proud that God hates, that seemly to get them in trouble?

God’s attitude toward; these three things concerning the proud look:

· Respect

· Rebukes

· Resists
Respect: Psalm 40:4v 

“Blessed is that man who makes the Lord his trust, and does not respect the proud, nor such as turn aside to lies.”

Because you obeyed God commandment by abstaining from being proud, God call’s you blessed. 

Do not respect the proud, nor such as speak lies, be truthful. In the eyes of God there can be no such thing as a Luke-Warm Christian, God forbid.

What would you consider as being a Luke-Warm Christian?

Rebukes: Psalm 119:21v 

“You rebuke the proud—the cursed, who stray from Your commandments”.

God is saying in Psalm 119:21v, rebuke the proud, and the cursed, because they do not obey My commandments. 

The proud are cursed, and God will punish the proud. Jeremiah 50:31v “Behold, I am against you, O you most proud!” says the Lord God of hosts; “For your day has come, the time that I will punish you.”
Resists: James 4:6v “But He gives more grace. Therefore He says; “God resists the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” The righteous is supposed to be a humble people; God will give grace to the humble, to those who resist the devil. You are to submit yourself to God and resist the devil and if you draw nigh to God He will draw nigh to you.
2. A lying tongue.

Brothers and Sisters in Christ, watch your tongue for we all stumble in many things. Paul teaches about the control of the tongue in James chapter 3: and how faith controls the tongue. 

A tongue is a little member and it boasts great things. 

The tongue can be use to speak good thing and bad things. 

The tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity. 

The tongue is so set among our members that it can defiles the whole body.

The tongue can also be kind, loving, and truthful. With the tongue, we can bless our God and Father, and with it we curse men, who have been made in the image of God. 

Out of the same mouth proceed blessing and cursing, abstain from a lying tongue.

3. Hands that shed innocent blood.

In Exodus 21st chapter God speaks about the rights of a person, and especially about the shedding of innocent blood in 21:14v “But if a man acts with premeditation against his neighbor, to kill him with guile, you shall take him from My altar, that he may die”.

This was the Punishment for the shedding of innocent blood back in the bible days doing Old Testaments times when King David ruled as King. In this present age there is also laws against the shedding of innocent blood, you must be obedient to the commandments of God, which is to abstain from the shedding of innocent blood.

Abstain from the shedding of innocent blood for it is an abomination to God and He hates the shedding of innocent blood. God punished Cain for the shedding of innocent blood, for killing his brother Able. Genesis 4:9-15v
4. A heart that devises wicked plans.

Less start with Psalm 94:23v “He has brought on them their own iniquity, and shall cut them off in their own wickedness; The Lord our God shall cut them off.”
The Lord Him self shall alter the plans of the wicked, and cut them off, and bring them into their own wickedness. The hold that you dig for someone else could be your own.

The Lord is the defense of the righteous. Psalm 94:22v “But the Lord has been my defense, and my God the rock of my refuge.”

It is the Lord who fights my battles, and it is the Lord who makes my enemy my footstool.

5. Feet that are swift in running to evil.

Have you seen those kinds of people that just love drama? A good day for them is having some kind of drama in their life. 
“Their nature is to keep drama popular.”
If you search the bible on the word (evil), you will fine many scriptures on this subject. 
Less name a few; Evil eyed people, evil speaking people, you even got the evil companions, evil spirits better known as demons. But those that love drama are the kinds that are swift in running to evil. The wicked is just plain wicked.

Turn to Jeremiah 17:9-10v “The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked; who can know it?” 10v “I, the Lord, search the heart, I test the mind, even to give every man according to his ways, and according to the fruit of his doings.”
The way I see it, is the righteous will be rewarded for being obedient to God’s commandments, the wicked will be rewarded according to the fruit of his or her wickedness.

1 Samuel 16:7 But the LORD said to Samuel, "Do not look at his appearance or at the height of his stature, because I have rejected him; for God sees not as man sees, for man looks at the outward appearance, but the LORD looks at the heart."

The LORD searches the heart and examines the mind, to reward a man according to his conduct, according to what his deeds deserve; one should serve God with a whole heart.
6. A false witness who speaks lies.

This kinds heart has departed form the Lord. 

Jeremiah 17:5-6v “Thus says the Lord: “Cursed is the man who trusts in man and makes flesh his strength, whose heart departs from the Lord.” 6v “for he shall be like a shrub in the desert, and shall not see when good comes, but shall inhabit the parched places in the wilderness, in a salt land which is not inhabited.”

“One should relie on God because it is the LORD our God who help us and to fight our battles.” “Pray for a changed heart. Also pray for someone who struggles to trust other people or God.”

In Proverbs 21:28-29v “A false witness shall perish, but the man who hears him will speak endlessly.” 29v “A wicked man hardens his face, but as for the upright, he establishes his way.”

“The subject in which Jeremiah 17:9 appears is faith. God is pointing out why we allow our deceitful heart to get away with evading truth. It is a matter of faith and trust. Verse 6 shows that the person who does not live by faith will not grow. He will be like a shrub in the desert that only receives water every so often, not near often enough to grow.”
7. And one who sows discord among brethren.

A false witness, who speaks lies, is also one who will sow discord among his brother.

The righteous must keep their heart with all diligence. For out of it are the issues of life Read Proverbs 4:20-27v
