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Combining Topic: Many Gifts In One Body

Study Text: 1 Corinthians 12:1-13

Other Study Texts: Spiritual gifts are discussed in detail in four passages of the New Testament: Romans 12:3-8; 1st Corinthians 12:1-10, 28-31; Ephesians 4:11, 12; and 1st Peter 4:10-11.
Biblical Importance:
· Everyone has something to contribute to the common good, and 1 Corinthians 12v teaches us that every believer has a spiritual gift for the body of Christ.

·  God Himself has given each believer a unique and special spiritual gift.

·  All spiritual gifts given by the Spirit play an important role in the body of Christ, and it’s important to know what your spiritual gift is.

·  1 Corinthians 12:1vt verse say’s “NOW concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would not have you ignorant.” And the 7v “But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all:” Which means, we should use our spiritual gifts for the common good to help others and build God’s kingdom.

· Many feel they’re not old enough or important enough to possess spiritual gifts, as well as some want to know what spiritual gift God has bestowed on them.

Using Spiritual Gifts:

First, less begin with (TEST OF THE SPIRIT’S CONTROL). Turn to 1st Corinthians 12:1-3 verse.

Paul begins in the first verse by saying, “NOW about spiritual gifts, brothers, I do not want you to be ignorant.” 

Paul understood the urgency and importance of all spirituals gifts, and all spiritual gifts given by the Spirit play an important role in the body of Christ. Paul wanted the church to understand that it’s also important to know what your spiritual gift is.

Question: Ask yourself; who’s controlling my gifts, abilities, or talent?

Question: Ask yourself; is my gifts, abilities, or talent being use for self-gain, or for the common good to help others and build God’s kingdom.

Remember Paul’s statement; “But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all”

Many use their gifts, abilities, and talents for many reasons and or self-gain. Paul’s teaching, teaches us that all spiritual gifts should be use for the common good to help others and build God’s kingdom.

Just like in the 2nd verse, many are influenced by money and fame, or for whatever ungodly reason. They are led astray to mute idols, something that is visible but without substance.  
Substance can define as: Something that has separate or independent existence. Paul gives a good example; “dumb idols”.

3rd verse say’s “Wherefore I give you to understand, that no one man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed: and no one can say Jesus is Lord except by the Holy Spirit.” 

But all believers are blessed with a special gift from our heavenly father, even if we don’t know what it is yet.

The thing that Paul wanted the church to get and understand was that spiritual gifts are an important part of each believer’s life, and that God is the one who grants different gifts to each believer, and is distributed by the Holly Spirit. God Himself is the inspiration behind all spiritual gifts. Although different, each one operates under the Holy Spirit for the profit of all.

Many Gifts in One Body: Name a few spiritual gifts?

The spiritual gifts are; The word of WISDOM, The word of KNOWLEDGE, FAITH, Gifts of HEALING, Working of MIRACLES, PROPHECY, Discerning of SPIRTS, Speaking in different kinds of TONGUES, Interpretation of TONGUES est.…

All spiritual gifts are of the same Spirit.

You may have seen or notice that some long for someone else’s gift. There is no reason to long for someone else’s gift. God is the one who decides what gift works best for each of His children. God knows what’s best, and He can discern how or where you fit into His plan.

The Roles We Play:

The roles we play can be likened to the different functions of the parts of the human body. Likewise the church is one body made up of many different parts.

Each part of our natural body helps us in some way or the other. You depend on different parts of your body to do certain things or certain functions. (Your HANDS, your EYES, NOSE, THROAT, FEETS, LEGS,) etc… If you’ve missing a limb or some other part, of your physical body, your body still does its job.

Well, the same is true for the church. All believers are baptized by one Spirit into one body but are given different gifts to be use for the common good to be used to help draw other to Christ. By noticing different people in your local church, you can see different spiritual gifts at work. But not all gifts are visible.

Just remember that you are never to young to identify what your gifts are and start using that gift to help others. Some of you may have more than one gift, but all spiritual gifts must be exercise for the body of Christ to work properly. You as a believer must remember it’s important to know that God is at the center of your gifts, and that God is the inspiration behind all spiritual gifts, distributed by the Holly Spirit. Just consider how blessed you are to be able to experience the beauty of God’s many spiritual gifts. 

We all can be very thankful that God uses His people in such a mighty way. Just look around, and you can see Him at work in our own lives and also in the lives of others. 

God has selected just the right gift for you and I, and that spiritual gift fits you, your personality, your attitude, after all; God’s knows best, and He does this without favoritism. 

Just remember, in the body of Christ, there is no separation of the Spirit, gifts or churches, because everything points back to Him. When you realize the preciousness of your gifts, you will allow God to use you for the common good to help others. This is the message that Paul wanted to get across to the church at Corinth, and this is also the message that Paul wants to get across to you and all churches today. 

Understand that each of you possessed a unique gift from God distributed by the Holly Spirit. Each gift is significant and necessary to the body of Christ.

SERVING: 

Galatians 5:13 “for you, brethren, have been called to liberty; only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.”

God intended that the Christian life should be dynamic, not static. The Christian life should be characterized by continuous change, activity, or progress, not having no motion; or being at rest, or random noise, such as crackling in a receiver or specks on a television screen, produced by atmospheric disturbance of the signal. 

We should sit under the teaching of the Word of God, understand and apply its meaning and implications, and serve God and our fellow believers. The Spirit of god has given us spiritual gifts, but those gifts are worthless unless they are put to use in the service of God and His church.

Now go to Romans 12:3-8: Read: Ephesians 4:11 and study 1st Peter 4:10-11.
