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Combining Topic: The Freewill

· Study Text: Gen 7:1-24, Gen 19:24, Exodus 4:21-23
Biblical Importance:

· First let’s define Freewill: Freewill is done freely of one's own accord.  It also pertains to the metaphysical doctrine of the freedom of the will.
· When does your Freewill no longer have the choice to choose?
· God flooded the ancient earth because of the peoples' sin. 
· God sent fire to burn Sodom & Gomorrah because of their sin.
· God hardened Pharaoh’s heart to break his will and judged the Egyptians with plagues because of their sin.
· The Lord will one day judge all mankind once again at the Day of Judgment.
· What happens concerning the Freewill on Judgment day? 
· If the Lord says depart from me because I knew you not, you are sent to a place of torment. If the Lord say welcome my good and faithful servant, you are invited to spend eternity with Him. 
· This why it is called the Day of Judgment. The Lord Him-self will judge accordingly.
Let’s name a few things that might cause your Freewill to no longer have the choice to choose freely, if you continue to practice this way of living.

1. Selfishness (I, Me, Mine, Me-first)

2. Pride and boasting

3. Lying

4. Stealing

5. Cursing with God's name in vain

6. Sexual lust

7. Drunkenness

8. Drugs (marijuana)

9. Religious hypocrites and this is only a few.
This message was given to me from the Lord and written on September 21, 2007 at 12:15 PM local Kabul Afghanistan time.
As the Lord consulted with me in the spirit, and I finish completing this message on the Freewill, soon after; there was a debate on national television concerning the Freedom of Speech which also has direct relationship to the Freewill or the Freedom of the will, but today’s message is the focus of the Freewill.    
One would say how can you fine the time to thank and write in the mist of war? 
Well my answer to this question is, God can do what ever He wants, with who ever He wants, however He wants to do it anytime anywhere.

One would say what does this have to do with the Freewill? Open up your heart and listen to the Words of the Lord, He will give you the understanding of this message.
God only allowed Noah and his family and the animals of all kinds two of each to enter the Ark, and also seven each of birds of the air, male and female, to keep the species alive on the face of all the earth. 
All of the people on the face of the earth that did not enter the Ark, because of their sinful ways of living did not make it into Noah’s Ark gave up their rights to no longer have the Freewill to choose, for their Freewill brought forth God wrath and destroyed them.

In our daily lives, we have choices to make every day. We have choice to choose to do this; we choose to do that, the choice to get up to go to work, are to stay at home, go to school or not to go to school. We have the Freewill to do what ever it is that we want to do.

· When does your Freewill no longer have the choice to choose?

· God sent fire to burn Sodom & Gomorrah because of their sin. Gen 19:24
“Then the Lord rained brimstone and fire on Sodom and Gomorrah, from the Lord out of the heavens.”
As Josephus said, "The traces or shadows of the five cities are still to be seen."

This was a biblical warning; the cities of the plain were destroyed as a warning for all that this same event will happen again one day to the wicked.  One would think God preserved this ancient lesson for us to see, read and to learn from.

The place where deep repentance and reform is most needed is within the church.
Let’s understand the purpose of God’s Law. The purpose of God’s Law was not to produce good moral behavior or to send sinners cringing in terror away from the presence of God forever. 
God’s Law reveals the kind of Person God is--His holiness and moral perfection in which some of us don’t seam to get or understand.

Behind God’s Law are a loving Creator and Redeemer who desires is to heal and to restore any one of us who will but call out to Him for help.

Wholeness is God's goal for us, but sinful conduct keeps us broken down and unhealed. Jesus fulfills the demands of the Law in us and for us when we grant Him the freedom to rule our hearts and our lives.

Jesus left His heavenly home and came down to earth, died for you and my sins, walked on the water, healed the paralyzed, deaf, and blind, and even raised the dead, died on the cross and was raised on the third day.
He is still in the healing business, He is still in the forgiving business, and He is still in the blessing business.

· God hardened Pharaoh’s heart to break his will and judged the Egyptians with plagues because of their sin. Exodus 4:21-23
In all of life circumstances we are given or have the Freewill to make good sound judgments, but as humans our pride and stubbornness get in the way of making good sound judgments.

If we are asked or told to do something in our best interest we have the Freewill to choose to make a good or bad decision.
If that command comes from God Him-self; you still at the moment have the Freewill to choose, but there are repercussion behind the choices you make weather right or wrong.

If you choose to obey God command there are blessing that follows not only affects you but your family and others as well.

If you choose not to obey God’s command, then punishment will follow that will affect you, your family and possibly others as well.
We as humans takes the Freewill for granted, and God knew that we would, and He also knew that our pride and stubbornness would get in the way of our Freewill.

God commanded Pharaoh to release His people. Pharaoh, the ruler of Egypt, refused to release the Hebrew people from slavery and allow them to leave his country. 

So the Lord sent ten plagues upon the Egyptians to break Pharaoh’s stubborn will and to demonstrate His power and superiority over the pagan gods of the Egyptians. These ten plagues occurred within a period of about nine months.
There is nothing wrong with having the Freewill; the Freewill is a beautiful thing in the sight of God, but some us just need to pray and ask God for a little common scents. 

· I ask these two questions again; will you seek to find favor in the eyes of the Lord?

· When does your Freewill no longer have the choice to choose?
Will you wait until the Lord pour out His wrath, if so it’s too late for the moment or for a set time according to God’s mercies? And even after God have mercy upon you if He chooses to do so, you will once again have the Freewill to choose between right and wrong.
It’s best to just take God at His Word, and when we begin to get a little stubbornness sometimes or our hearts maybe begin to get hardened just go down in prayer and ask God for a little common scent. 
There is no wrong with the Freewill, and the Freewill will still be present and available if you are a believer in our Lord and savor Jesus Christ.

The bible teaches us that hell is a place of torment, not a place of Freewill, so if one has gone to hell, how can one have the Freewill? Surely one cannot Freewill their way back from hell. 
Some of us have gotten this completely wrong.

Those that take the Freewill for granted don’t know and have not known the Lord Jesus.
I know that the Freedom of Speech is another hold difference subject, I know that, but there are many relations here that have direct relationship to the Freewill.

Sometimes the way we as humans exploit the Freewill and the Freedom of Speech, we as humans loose sight of interjecting a little common scent in our decision making.

Don’t let your Freewill send you to hell, instead let it get you in heaven.
Just take the Lord at His Word, and yield to the preaching of His ministers with complete faith in His Word. He is just and faithful to forgive you if you call up on His holy name in faith.
